Integrated 2 Survey Project

Our society uses society to make decisions in many areas of life.  During the first unit of Integrated 2, we will be studying surveys to see how they are conducted, how the results are used, and the validity of conclusions drawn from the surveys.

The project:  

You are going to do a project in which you will write a survey question, conduct a survey, present and discuss the results of your survey, and then compare your survey results with the results of a similar survey that you find online.  You will be responsible to have parts of the survey completed by certain dates given below; and the final project will be due Wednesday, 9/28.  You will have a test on the unit on that date.  

Part 1:  My survey question (DUE WEDS 9/14)
2  pts. 

State your survey question, and 
Explain why you chose the topic for your question, and why you wrote it the way you did (did you mean to create bias or influence people with the wording?)


2 pts.

Explain what population the question is for, and what type of sample you will use, and how you will collect data.  Explain why you made these choices (is any part of your population under-represented?).

1 pt.


Predict what you think the results of your question will be, and why.

Part 2:  Results of my survey  (DUE WEDS 9/21)

Restate your question and present the raw data from the survey:

4 pts.


Present your data into two kinds of graphs (circle, bar, histogram, line graph).  (Be sure to include labels, appropriate scale markings)


4 pts.


Write two conclusions you think you can draw from the results of your survey, and explain how you would justify those conclusions.


2 pts.

Use your data and proportionate reasoning to make a prediction about the population you surveyed, being sure to explain the method you use and what your “answer” means.


4 pts.

Discuss what you did to encourage or avoid bias in your survey, including discussion of how you worded your question and conducted your survey.
Part 3:  Research on a Similar Survey  (DUE MON 9/26)

2 pts.

Find a survey on a similar topic or one with a similar population and sampling method.  Be sure to give the source of your survey.


State the question asked.


State the results.


2 pts.

Discuss what you were able to find (or couldn’t find) about the population sampled, and methods of sampling used.  


2 pt. 

Discuss how you think the population and sampling methods used could effect the results of the survey(or, discuss whether or not having the information on the population and sampling methods effects the validity of the conclusions drawn in the survey).

Discuss how the results of your survey were different or the same from the similar survey you found, and why you think those results were different or the same.
